4. Numbers in each class will be strictly limited and there will be provision for a
number of individual competitors in each class. Once the limit has been reached no
more entries for that class will be accepted.

5. Age as at 1st January 2012.

6. Any objections must be made to the Organiser/Secretary within 5 minutes of the
end of the class in writing with a £30 .deposit. Video/ photographic evidence is not
admissible. If your objection is upheld your deposit will be refunded. Objections may
only be made by team managers or a person appointed to act on their behalf.

7. Due to the number of entries that are expected it is essential that everyone obeys
the officials and stewards at all times. There will be restrictions as to how many
people may be in the warm up arena at any one time.

8. Dogs should be kept on leads at all times and owners are asked to clean up after
them.

9. Competitors and spectators will be held responsible for any damage caused by
their children or animals except accidental breakages of poles when competing.
